
Snakes of the WA Goldfields 
There are 5 venomous land snakes in this region that can cause an extreme life-threatening medically significant bite. 

A further 9 species can debilitate victim severely with local pain and swelling, while 15 other snakes here are harmless. 

The harmless snakes include 6 blind snakes (only 3 shown), 4 pythons and 5 medically insignificant technically venomous snakes.
